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Course Description:  

Art 20 builds upon developing theory, technical skills and concepts explored in Art 10 while introducing new mediums and techniques.  Concepts such as drawing from life, fantasy, colour theory, two point perspective, sculpture, and student directed projects will be explored through mediums including but not limited to, carbon, charcoal, chalk pastel, acrylic and water colour paint, pen and ink, small metals and clay. 

We will explore idea generating exercises that will provide students resources for finding independent sources for inspiration as well as draw from techniques created and adopted by famous 20th century artists such as Surrealism, Cubism, and Impressionism.

Course Objectives: To have the students:

· Draw for confidence and consolidation of head-to-hand skills

· Develop and refine drawing skills and styles

· Explore a personal selection of expression

· Develop technical skills with a variety of medium

· Use the vocabulary and techniques of art criticism to interpret and evaluate both their own works and the works of others

· Use non-traditional approaches to create compositions in both two and three dimensions

· Solve teacher and student inquiry based problems 

· Demonstrate control over various components of compositions

· Recognize that while the sources of images are universal, the formation of an image is influenced by the artists choice of medium, the time and the culture

· Acquire a repertoire of visual skills useful for the comprehension of different art forms
Evaluation:

In Class Exercises 5%

Sketchbooks 15%

Assignments 80%

Verbal and numerical feedback is given throughout the course.  Grading criteria in the form of a rubric is presented at the beginning of each assignment so that you are always aware of anticipated project outcomes. Upon review, you then have the opportunity to appeal final project grades if so desired.

Individual assignments will have due dates but you will have until the end of the semester to submit work without losing marks.  Remember though, if you are interested in having your work displayed within the Art room or in the Art display case across from the office, submitting work by the due date is important.

Expectations:
