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Course Description:  

Art 30 is a senior level course designed to continue developing student’s technical skills, while building a portfolio of works evident of their personal style.  Through a broad selection of medium, including but not limited to, carbon, charcoal, coloured chalk pastel, watercolour / acrylic paint, clay, wool and metal, student’s will address the bigger picture in terms of sources of image making that are relevant to personal experiences and local, social, and/or political issues.  Students will have the opportunity to pursue self- directed concepts.

Course Objectives: To have the students:

· Develop and refine drawing skills and styles 
· Use personal experiences as sources for image making

· Question sources of images that are personally relevant or significant to them in contemporary culture
· Develop and solve student directed inquiry based design problems
· Exhibit a personal style through in depth studies
· Develop a portfolio of works that will represent their personal style

· Use the vocabulary and techniques of art criticism to analyze and evaluate their own works in relation to the works of professional artists

Evaluation:

Sketchbooks 15%

Assignments 80%

Verbal and numerical feedback is given throughout the course.  Grading criteria in the form of a rubric is presented at the beginning of each assignment so that you are always aware of anticipated project outcomes. Upon review, you then have the opportunity to appeal final project grades if so desired.

Individual assignments will have due dates but you will have until the end of the semester to submit work without losing marks.  Remember though, if you are interested in having your work displayed within the Art room or in the Art display case across from the office, submitting work by the due date is important.

Expectations:  

· If you are going to be absent from class, a phone call from your guardian must be made to the office or to the teacher’s voicemail prior to the class.  

· Keep up with the course work.  If you need help, please make arrangements to see me at lunch or after school.

· Please come prepared.  You should always bring your sketchbook, a pencil and eraser to class.
