Instrumental Music Assessment
The assessment of Instrumental Music is based on the General Learner Outcomes of the Alberta Education Instrumental Music Program of Study.

Performing
Students will establish correct technical skills as they develop and perform a repertoire of quality literature. They will recognize, interpret and perform rhythm, melody, harmony, form and expression as they appear in music.  

Listening 

Students will develop the ability to make intellectual and aesthetic judgments based on critical listening and analysis of music.

Creating 

Students will interpret, improvise, arrange and compose music.

Researching
Students will develop knowledge of music history and literature. Students will become aware of the applications of music in our society with respect to music careers and leisure.

Valuing
Students will grow in the appreciation, understanding and enjoyment of music as a source of personal fulfillment. This portion of the curriculum will be recorded throughout the year in the form of the Band Project (see next page).
Report card marks will be cumulative and be weighted as follows:

Concert Attendance
Performances are the culmination of music making as an art form and the crowning achievement of all our hard work during rehearsals.  Therefore, participation in all performances is mandatory.  It is important that you make arrangements to be at every performance.  There are some acceptable reasons for missing a performance.  In these special circumstances, Ms. Zinken must be contacted by the parent/guardian prior to the performance by phone, by email or in writing.  See contact information on front cover of Band Book.

Student Concert Expectations
1. Concert Dress Consists of:

· Black shoes

· Black socks or stockings

· Black pants or skirt

· SHS - Black button-up band shirt (formal performances) or black band t-shirt (informal performances)

· CMJHS – Black band polo shirt

2. All students must arrive one hour before the scheduled concert time.

3. Remain quiet throughout the performance and applaud at appropriate times.

4. Plan to attend the entire concert, including those pieces not featuring your ensemble.

5. Cell phones, gaming devices and MP3 players turned off during the performance.

6. As ambassadors of Strathmore High School and Crowther Memorial Junior High, students must always be on their best behavior when representing the school.  Strict adherence to the student conduct code is mandatory. 

Instrument and Music Storage
Instruments will be stored in the band room in the appropriate storage shelf.  Music must be stored in the proper location.  Students are responsible for keeping track of their own music folder.  It is strongly recommended that students take their instruments and music home whenever possible to practice.  

Missed Assignments

Missed assignments and tests must be made up by students.  This can be done before school at SHS or after school at CMJHS.  If a student is absent, it is his/her responsibility to get the material that was missed in class.  

Classroom Expectations
1. The student will:

· Have a positive attitude

· Be on time for class

· Have instrument, pencil, music and other necessary materials

· Be involved in classroom activities

· Be prepared for assignments and in class tests

2. Cell phones, MP3 players and gaming devices are to be turned off and put away.

3. Food and drink are not allowed in the band room, except water.

4. Problems, issues or concerns should be discussed with Ms. Zinken privately at the appropriate time.

5. Be prepared to have fun and to work.  

All students deserve the right to an uninterrupted education.  Respect for each other and for the Music Program is essential for a successful year.  If your behavior is inappropriate, you can expect one or more of the following:

· Verbal or non-verbal warning

· Being moved within the band room

· Phone call home

· Involvement of the administration.

Fundraising
Fundraising is an important activity for the Music Program and is done through the Strathmore Public School Music Parents Association (SPSMPA).  Fundraising enables us to purchase materials necessary to enhance the band program in ways that would not be possible through school funding. · The SPSMPA subsidizes half of the cost of instrument rentals for students 

· (If you pay $200, the actual cost to the Association is approximately $400)

· The SPSMPA owns instruments & music equipment valued at over $300,000

· Funds raised by the SPSMPA are used to pay (in whole or in part) registration and transportation fees for students to attend music festivals

Strategies for a Successful Home Practice

Practice Tip: Regular practice is essential.  Practicing for 20 minutes every day is better than practicing two hours once a week.  Find a regular time of day that works for you!
1. Find a quiet place away from distractions such as the TV or phone.

2. Let others know you are going to practice so they don’t disturb you.

3. Warm up by playing something you enjoy.  

4. To practice, don’t always play the piece from beginning to end.  Target the areas you can’t play well.  When you have identified areas of difficulty (usually 4-8 bars) spend time practicing those bars.

· Slow the tempo and focus on the rhythm.

· Once the rhythm is correct, focus on the notes.  Keep the tempo as slow as possible.

· After the notes and rhythms are correct work on dynamics and articulations. These are as important as correct notes.

· When the rhythm, notes, dynamics and articulations are correct, gradually increase the tempo.
